
Creating Questions with the Verb “To Be” 
 

Question word “To Be” Subject Main verb (the rest of the 
sentence).... 

Who am I working with? 

How are you (all) doing?  

Where is he staying tonight? 

When are we receiving the guests? 

Why is it  important? 

Who are they?   

 Are you okay?  

 
Examples: 

● What is he doing in his house? 
● Where is Juan having his birthday party? 
● Why is that here? 

 
Creating Questions with Any Verb ​EXCEPT​ “To Be” 
 

Question word  Auxiliary 
Verb 

Subject Main verb (the rest of the 
sentence).... 

What  do I want to eat? 

How  do you play basketball? 

Where  does Manuel live in Noia? 

When  does she visit her grandmother? 

Why  did we need to study? 

Who  doesn’t  like ice cream? 

How much milk did we have in the fridge? 

How many siblings do you have?  

 
Examples: 

● Do you like chocolate? 
● Does Mateo drink milk every day? 
● Why didn’t you eat lunch?
